1. Confirmation of minutes

The Chair expressed the association’s deep sadness for the loss of Lloyd Davis 
and proposed that we formally record our appreciation for his life and work, 
including his substantial contribution to preparations for the VIII World 
Shakespeare Congress. 
 
Kay Elsden suggested that the association should say something to Lloyd’s 
wife, Julia. Penny Gay offered to write to Julia on behalf of ANZSA.

That Penny Gay’s tribute be recorded in the minutes.

Adrian Kiernander proposed that the association instigate an award in Lloyd 
Davis’s name that could be presented for the best post-graduate paper 
delivered at an ANZSA conference. Penny Gay noted that this should be 
flagged for discussion by the executive. 
 



I t was agreed 
 That the idea of an award would be considered by the executive as a strong 
recommendation. 
 
The chair moved to acknowledge the work of Richard Fotheringham in 
preparation for the VIII World Shakespeare Congress. 

Carr ied by acclamation 
 
Richard Fotheringham read from a letter from Lloyd Davis’s father noting that 
the City University of New York, where Lloyd completed his PhD, has 
instigated a postgraduate scholarship in his honour. Contact with CUNY from 
ANZSA was recommended. 
 
 
 

3. TreasurerÕs Report 
The Treasurer presented a report on the Toowoomba mini-conference, “Rapt 
in Secret Studies”. The conference for post-graduate and emerging scholars 
was supported by the University of Southern Queensland, apart from some 
travel bursaries from ANZSA organised by Penny Gay. The Treasurer noted 
that the conference featured several high-quality papers and successfully 
introduced a number of new members to ANZSA. 
 
The Chair moved that the association should record congratulations to Darryl 
Chalk for the success of the Toowoomba conference.

The Treasurer reported  

o that the association spent $1665 on travel bursaries for the Toowoomba 
conference which has left an existing balance of $5942.24. 

o that there was an anomaly in the ANZSA banking arrangements which 
meant that the signatures of the original signatories were required to 
change to a single signatory. 

 
Moved: Darryl Chalk   Seconded: Adrian Kiernander 
That ANZSA change its banking arrangements so that there are three 
signatories, but only one signatory is needed to conduct business.

 The treasurer opened the issue of  subscriptions for discussion. Penny Gay 
noted that the current arrangement whereby subscriptions are collected with 
conference fees has the advantage of simplicity. Adrian Kiernander noted that 
subscription rates may need to be raised if the association wants to do more 
than it does at present in the way of publications and subventions. This was 
flagged as something for the executive committee to discuss. 
 
The treasurer raised the question of whether the association should continue its 
annual subscription to CHASS, currently $100. Adrian Kiernander signalled 
that subscriptions are likely to be raised substantially, but that there is a 



possibility that the ANZSA subscription to CHASS could be folded in with 
ADSA. 
 
Penny Gay moved that we explore possibilities for an association with ADSA 
as the subscribing / umbrella organisation to CHASS. Adrian Kiernander 
offered to liaise and report back. 
 
I t was agreed 
To continue with the current ANZSA membership subscription amount and 
process for the time being. 
 
I t was resolved 
That Penny Gay, Sue Tweg, Chris Wortham, Bob White and Darryl Chalk 
would visit the Commonwealth Bank the following day (July 20, 2006) to 
change signatory arrangements. 

 
 

4. Election / confirmation of office bearers 
Penny Gay announced that she would like to step down as president and asked 
for expressions of interest. 
 
Brett Hirsch and Gayle Allan volunteered to manage the association’s website 
and to take over the editorship of the ANZSA Bulletin. 
 
The chair moved that these new positions be endorsed and that the association 
should extend a motion of thanks to Philippa Kelly for her work in as Bulletin 
editor and website manager.

For the University of Otago the most 
convenient time would be January or February 2008. 



It was noted that: 
o the mid-year break was regarded as a more convenient time for 

overseas delegates. 
o the executive had agreed by email discussion to aim for a date in 2007 

to avoid clashing with Stratford conferences held in even years. 
o a number of other events were scheduled for the mid-year break in 

2007 including the next Shakespeare Society of Southern Africa 
Congress in Grahamstown June 24-27, 2007, and conferences for 
ADSA and NEER in early July.

The timing of the next ANZSA conference would be resolved through email 
discussions by the executive.
